Meeting Minutes, Saturday, October 12, 2014 @ Jones Lake

Linda called the meeting to order at 9:15 AM.
The September 13, 2014 meeting minutes were approved. 
President’s Report:   Linda is concerned about the having enough volunteers for the upcoming Hunt Test.  Denise will send a list of volunteers and vacancies.  The club still needs a volunteer to oversee the raffle and serve as the ticket master for ticket sales. Please help!  Thanks to Michael Tancredi for obtaining really nice guns for the raffle:  A Maxus All-Purpose, Mossy Oak Break-Up Infinity Autoloader 12 Ga, 3 ½”, 26” Shotgun with an MSRP o $1679.99. Plus a Weatherby SA-08 Flyweight 28-Guage Deluxe perfect for bird or dove hunting was purchased for the raffle.   All members are asked to reach out and sell tickets.  Linda will help with set-up. Pam will help with the raffle.  Linda expressed appreciation to all members who were able to attend the meeting today.
Secretary’s Report:   Send any web updates you want posted!  
Treasurer’s Report:   The bank balance is about the same as last month ~$12,200 with some insurance bills to pay.  We also need another certificate for Armstrong General liability.  Equisure Officers and Director Insurance rates are going up.  Alternatively Traveler’s Insurance will write the same coverage for about $200.00 less (about $900/year average past cost).  If we add theft coverage with Traveler’s the cost would be about the same as the current carrier Philadelphia.  We use Equisure who writes tons of policies for AKC clubs.  Tandredi recommended we look at the NRA insurance company and other Carmel agencies.  We already signed our general liability (through the Carmel agency).   Tancredi indicated their clients have been having tons of problems with the Carmel Insurance company.  Another alternative is Monterey Insurance Agency, Ron Heinkle (Broker that may help us with options).  Our annual expense is about $1900/year. It was recommended we do more research for the future.  Wendy, who is an insurance representative for Del Monte, said our expense is on par with others.
On-going Business
Club Patches:  Denise brought the new club patches.  They are available for purchase at $5.00 each.  New member receive one patch.     
Imprint Items: Steve Kesselring obtained information regarding silk screening tee shirts and sweatshirts.  Denise shared two possible logo layouts for tee shirts and hooded sweatshirts.  One option is to feature a smaller sized patch over the breast pocket area.  The other option is to imprint one larger sized logo in the middle of the item.  Of the members present, the decision was 50/50 regarding preference of small patch or large patch.  Denise will contact Steve to determine what is possible with his vendor.  Apparel color was also discussed and the unanimous preference is light heather gray.  Denise will debrief with Steve.   
Hunt Test:  
· We are starting to fill-in our plans and volunteer list according to Wendy.  Pat Johnson will continue to interface with the Wildlife area to learn if our club will be required to pay a fee next year.  The refuge may reduce the water supply to half.  
· Hunt Test Raffle:  We are in need of a ticket seller / ticket coordinator.  This is an important role to serve as a focal point for the tickets.  Wendy made the recommendation each member purchase at least $100 in tickets to either sell or use themselves.  Linda made up promotional fliers for the guns.  She also produced signs for the BBQ and raffle. The tickets will be sold in the following packages:

· Lucy asked the Quarles if they would donate a week of training and they agreed. However, the issue is where.  The club they usually use may not be available.
· Tancredi asked that we promote the guns in the Premium.  Wendy confirmed this was done.  It was also requested that we market our raffle to other clubs including Hills Ferry and Lassen and others.  
· Tancredi is working with CWA (California Waterfowl Association) President and Vice President.  They have a Canine Club that no one really knows about.  Their challenge is marketing and the club has a strong interest in elevating their exposure.  According to Tancredi, they may want to come to our Hunt Test with a table to sell $15.00 memberships.  The club just completed a new logo – a dog print in camo.  CWA owns many grounds including Goose Lake, Suisun (Denverton), Grizzly Ranch and Salton Sea.  They are our State advocate.  Member fully agreed to have CWA at our Hunt Test to promote their Canine Club.
